MEN’S BASKETBALL (9-12, 3-6 NEWMAC)

LAST WEEK
The Cougars fell to the Coast Guard Bears in NEWMAC action 70-62
on Wednesday night....The Cougars led 31-25 at halftime after shoot-
ing 44.4 percent from the floor...Senior captain Tim Dutille  led the
Cougars with 12 points in the first half...Coast Guard led 62-55 with
2:24 left in the game but a jumper by Dutille and a three-pointer by
junior Asher Cowan cut the deficit to two-points with 1:25 left...Coast
Guard converted a layup and six free-throws, to secure the win...Dutille
led Clark with a game-high 20 points and grabbed 11 rebounds to
record a double-double...Cowan ended the game with 15 points, 5-for-
11 from long range...Sophomore Dominique Beck chipped in eight
points and three rebounds...The Cougars fell to Babson College 64-61
in NEWMAC action on Saturday afternoon...Babson avenged a 64-63
loss early in the season...Clark fell to 9-12 and 3-6 in the league...In a
game that was close the entire game, Clark started the second half with
a 24-22 edge... Babson led 55-49 with 6:17 left but the Cougars tied the
game with 3:02 left in the game when sophomore Beck drove to the
basket and layed in two of his nine points...Clark’s senior captain Cory
Szklarz  gave Clark a one-point lead (62-61) at the 1:08 mark but the
Beavers  rebounded a missed shot and converted a close jumper in the
lane for a one-point lead with 23 seconds left...The Beavers forced a
turnover and made two-free throws to push their lead to three
points...Cowan’s three-pointer to push the game into overtime fell
short for Clark...Dutille led Clark with 18 points and four
rebounds...Szklarz added 14 points and sophomore Pat Landers  had
seven points and four rebounds...He was 2-for-5 from the floor and a
perfect 3-of-3 from the line.

LAST WEEK
The Cougars fell to WPI on Tuesday night 67-58...Senior captain
Andrea Comen led the Cougars with 16 points...She grabbed two
rebounds, dished out four assists and had four steals...Junior captain
Ashley Auclair  added 12 points and seven rebounds...First-year
Sarah Roderigue chipped in eight points and had four
rebounds...She also recorded four steals....The Cougars cruised past
the MIT Engineers 66-50 in NEWMAC action on Saturday
afternoon...Comen  led the Cougars with 15 points and became the
15th women’s basketball player at Clark to reach the 1,000 career-point
milestone... She is the second player this year to score over 1,000
points, Auclair  reached the milestone on December 19 against Trinity
College...Clark opened the game with an impressive 13-1 run over the
first seven minutes...MIT chipped away the remainder of the half and
trailed by only three-points, 31-38 after the first half...The Cougars
started the second stanza with a 20-9 run to take a 14-point lead with
10:53 to go in the game...Clark led by as many as 16 points with just
under ten minutes to play after two free-throws by Auclair...Comen
surpassed 1,000 career-points after a jumper at the 8:34 mark to give
the Cougars a comfortable 13-point lead with 8:34 to play in the
game...The Cougars held the Engineers to 22.6 percent shooting in
the second half and forced 24 turnovers for the game...Clark’s first-
year Katie McCloskey  had 13 points and three rebounds and Auclair
ended the game with 10 points and four rebounds...Comen added five
rebounds and two assists to her game-high 15 points...Clark, who
improved to 13-7 and 4-5 in the conference, had 11 different players
contribute to the scoring.

LAST WEEK
The Cougars lost to WPI on Wednesday but bounced back on Saturday, beating
Roger Williams to finish the dual meet season at 7-5...In front of a packed
house at the Kneller Pool on Wednesday, the young Cougars battled WPI but
came up short by a score of 137-92....The team of Josh Chartier ‘09, Mike
Smith ’09, Drew Jackson ‘09 and Dave Critchlow ‘08 won the 200 Medley
Relay in 1:46.53, but then WPI went 1-2 in the 1000 free..Jackson then won
the 200 free in a career-best 1:48.43, moving into third on Clark’s all-time
list...WPI won the 50 free and 200 IM, but Clark clung to a 47-46 lead after the
first five events....In the 100 free, Jackson (49.26) and Critchlow (50.28) went
1-2, and followed by Chartier’s win in the 100 back (58.36), the Cougars
climbed to within 13 at 88-75...However, in the 500 free, WPI went 1-2 again
and the Engineers also picked up a win in the 100 breast to seal the
meet...Chartier’s 50 back led off the medley relay in 27.26, good for fifth on
Clark’s all-time list… First-years Shyamal Asher (100 Bk), Chris Auger
(100 Fr, 100 Fly) and Sam Blanchard (100 Fr) all had career best swims for
the Cougars and graduating senior co-captains Mike Viotti  and Jesse Bausell
were honored during their final home meet…The Cougars captured a 148-142
victory at Roger Williams University on Saturday...Roger Williams jumped out
to a 15-2 lead after Clark’s Medley Relay was DQ’d, but first-year Tim
O’Keefe  won the 1000 fr and classmate Brian Walsh  won the 200 fr, with
Critchlow picking up second to put the Cougars on top 28-27...After Jackson
was touched out in the 100 back, Smith  and Jon Penney 09  were nipped by
RWU swimmers in the 100 breast…The Cougars found themselves down 59-
52 before Critchlow won the 50 free, but RWU diver dealt Clark’s first-year
diver Sal Pezzella just his second defeat this season in the 1-Meter
event...Critchlow then claimed his second win of the day in the 100 free putting
the Cougars back up by one at 83-82...Jackson and Pezzella also turned the
tides on the Hawks when Jackson won the 100 fly (56.50) and Pezzella won
the 3-Meter diving, putting the Cougars in front 141-113...Clark held on down
the stretch for a 148-142 win....After back-to-back losing seasons in 2004 (2-9)
and 2005 (1-8), the Cougars finished 7-5 and above .500 for the first time since
2002. Jackson’s 200 back time of 2:03.33 against Roger Williams is the second-
fastest for Clark all-time...The Cougars now look forward to the NEWMAC
Championships February 24-26 at Wheaton College in Norton, MA.

WOMEN’S SWIMMING & DIVING (7-6)

LAST WEEK
The Cougars won it’s final two dual meets including closing out their home
dual-meet season with a convincing 132-108 win over WPI in front of a
packed Kneller Pool crowd on Wednesday...The Cougars finished 1-2 in the
200 Medley Relay and kept rolling with three consecutive victories…
Kayleigh Lagasse ’09 in the 1000 free, Mackenzie Kamm ’07 in the 200
free, and Lindsey Stone ’09 in the 50 free...Several first-year Cougars had
outstanding performances including Lagasse’s second win in the 100 fly,
Stone’s second victory in the 100 free (57.75), and Jess Cullen’s 100 back
win...Senior co-captain Sara Stephenson won the 500 free and  Korin
Danchise-Curtis ‘09, Jessie Clements ‘07, Caitlin Hanson ‘08, Jess
Moise ‘08 and Abby Crowley ‘08 posted career-best times..Clark senior co-
captain Hilary Ohmart  was recognized in the final home dual meet of her
career…The Cougars defeated Roger Williams University 160-139 on
Saturday...In the first event of the afternoon Clark’s 200 Medley Relay team
finished first, but RWU came back to take first and second in the 1000 free,
jumping out to a 19-17 lead...Lagasse placed first in in the 200 free followed
by classmate Cullen winning in the 100 back to put the Cougars up 43-31...
Lagasse (200 fly) and  Stone (50 free) won back-to-back events to stretch the
Cougar lead to 63-49...Stone and Cullen earned back-to-back victories in the
100 free and 200 back and Hanson finished second behind Cullen to give the
Cougars their largest lead at 106-82...Clark’s final individual win on the day
was recorded by Lagasse in the 100 fly (1:04.57), before the 400 free relay
team of Kamm, sophomore Cassie Crawford, Lagasse, and Stone came from
more than three seconds behind to capture the final event of the
afternoon....After back-to-back losing seasons in 2004 (2-9) and 2005 (2-9),
the Cougars finished the 2006 season 7-6 and above .500 for the first time
since 2002. Cullen achieved Clark all-time top-five status with her perfor-
mance  in the 200 back (2:20.79) at Roger Williams...The Cougars now look
forward to the NEWMAC Championships February 17-19 at MIT’s Zesiger
Pool in Cambridge, MA.
