The Cougars had their eight game winning streak snapped but remained
unbeaten in the last ten games after a 1-1 tie against conference power
Wheaton College and a 0-0 tie against non-conference opponent
Albertus Magnus...Sophomore David Blum scored his conference
leading 17th goal of the season against Wheaton and tied the record for
most goals in a season..Junior Matt Talbot made two key saves late in
the game against Wheaton to preserve the tie for the Cougars...Talbot
made one save to record his seventh shutout of the season for the
Cougars, five shutouts in the last six games...The Cougars, are ranked
sixth for the fourth straight week in the NSCAA New England
poll...Blum is ranked first in goals (17) and points (37) in the
conference...Sophomore Lino Goncalves is second in the conference in
assists (6)...The Cougars lead the NEWMAC in goals (2.35) and goals
against average (.55) while Talbot is ranked second in goals against
average (.60) and fourth in save percentage (.862)...The Cougars end
their conference schedule at Babson on Saturday. With a win, Clark will
