WHO ARE THE CLARK FACULTY?
1.
We currently have 168 full-time faculty spread across 15 academic departments. 
The largest department is the Graduate School of Management with 17 full-time 
faculty, and the smallest is Education with less than 3.

2. 
Fifty-eight percent of the full-time faculty are male and 42 percent are female.

3. 
Eighty-one percent of the full-time faculty are white, 12 percent are Asian-
American, 5 percent are Hispanic, and 2 percent are Black.

4. 
Twelve percent of the full-time faculty are “international” and hail from countries 
as diverse as Britain, China, Estonia, Martinique, and Sri Lanka.
5. 
Sixty-four percent of the full-time faculty are tenured, 26 percent are untenured 
tenure-track, and 11 percent are not tenure-track. There are no tenure quotas at 
Clark.

6. 
Last year, the median age for Clark faculty by rank was: Professor 57; Associate 
Professor 47; Assistant Professor 37.
7. 
Last year, the average number of years in service for Clark faculty by rank was: 
Professor 12; Associate Professor 9; Assistant Professor 4.

8. 
Last year, 45% of full-time faculty lived in Worcester County and 39% lived in 
the City of Worcester. 

9. 
During the past 12 years, the Clark academic administration (i.e., Provost, Dean 
of Graduate Studies and Research, and Dean of the College) has been composed 
entirely of tenured Clark faculty.

10. 
Nearly one-third of all full-time Clark faculty (34.5%) have been hired during the 
past five years. So you are in good company.
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
