You can choose more than one option.  You are not limited to one choice. 

Confidential conversations: Information is unlikely to be shared without the individual’s consent unless there is a 
threat to the campus community, or there are other extenuating circumstances. Efforts will be made to maintain 
confidentiality. 

Non-Confidential/Reporting: Information may be shared on a “need to know” basis in order to assist in the active 
review, investigation or resolution of the report.
